1. INFRASTRUCTURE

a) Improving the Covered Playground

An excellent learning environment is conducive to students’ learning and development.
Utilising the existing space in the covered playground and canteen area, our school plans
to install sliding doors and air-conditioners to offer a more ideal space for different uses
including lessons, lunch, extra-curricular activities, small-scale talks, music practice, etc.,
not only benefitting the students, but also reducing the noise arising from activities and
the disturbance to the nearby residents.

b) Upgrading Hall Facilities

Drama education is one of the distinctive elements in St. Mark’s School. Students from
the Drama Team often participate in different public competitions, and won various
awards. Each year, our school organises the Drama and Music Fiesta which entices
a large number of students and audience to attend. Lam Woo Hall is the main venue
for multi-functional activities, yet the multimedia equipment is to be upgraded. Our
school plans to install the lighting control system to create different lighting effects
and support the development of the Drama Team enhancing the quality of drama
production. Besides, weekly assemblies, services, talks, talent shows, etc. are held in the
Hall. Enhancing the hall facilities can cater the needs for learning and activities which
are beneficial in developing students’ potential.

The estimated budget for infrastructure is around $1,500,000.



2. EXPERIENTIAL LEARNING

a) Cultural Exchange

Apart from the mainland exchange programme subsidised by the Education Bureau, our
school organises one overseas cultural exchange tour every year which allows students
to widen their horizons and enhance their English language abilities. To offer different
students opportunities to join the tour, our school plans to provide about ten places for
students who are eligible for the subsidy and meet the following requirements: students
with financial difficulties; students with outstanding academic or inter-school competition
performance; and student leaders with good contributions to school.

b) Music Tour

With the outstanding performance of the Music Teams, our school plans to organise
regular music-related global exchange to let students participate in overseas music events
and performances as well as overseas student exchange in order to enrich their music
development.
